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Device Select

If you have trouble with your REMOTE:

e Press the function key (Device Select) for
the device you are using (Audio, DVD/
VCR, TV or Cable/Receiver)

o Always point remote directly at the receiver
when you are using it.

e Make sure batteries (2 “AAA”) are good.
When changing batteries, you have 10 min-
utes before your remote loses memory.

If you have trouble with your TV:

e Check all devices/cables to make sure each
is properly connected and plugged in.

e Make sure your TV is tuned to the proper
output channel (3 or 4). Channel 3 is the
most common.

o Make sure when you change channels using
the channel select button, the TV mode in-
dicator light (device select) should glow.

e Remember the volume control will control
both TV and digital receiver volume de-
pending on which device is selected.

If you have trouble with your DIGITAL RE-
CEIVER:
e Press the cable button (device select) and
then press power.
e Check to see if the device cables are prop-
erly connected and plugged in.
e Channel and volume controls on the remote
will control the digital receiver when the
receiver is selected (device select).

HIGH DEFINITION channels only work with high
definition capable digital receivers and TV’s equipped
with HDTV capabilities. If your TV does not support
HDTYV, you will not be able to view these channels.

PIP (Picture-In-Picture) controls only work with
those TV’s that are equipped with PIP capabilities.

Need to program devices into your new Motorola
remote (Device Select): Refer to the user guide that
came with your remote for procedures and codes to
program televisions, VCRs or DVD players to operate
with this remote.
